February is high tourist season in Sarasota. Be sure to make your hotel 
reservation right away. Here are a few suggestions:  

1.  Hotel Indigo is within walking distance of downtown and within blocks of 
the Bayfront; complimentary shuttle from SRQ; 4.5 miles from the workshop 
venue. Hotel Indigo is offering a 15% discount off the regular rate; call the 
hotel directly at 941-487-3800 to make the reservation; register with code 
insiders.

2.  Hotel Ranola is in the heart of downtown; 4 miles to the workshop venue; 
no airport shuttle; taxi fare approx. $15.

3.  The Hyatt Regency is between Hotel Indigo and the Bayfront; 4.75 miles 
from workshop venue; airport shuttle (if available).

Sarasota Weather in February 

Bad weather is something that visitors shouldn't worry about when visiting 
Sarasota. It is said to be one of its prime attractions as its annual high 
temperature is 82.8 F. Even when the forecast announces rain or 
thunderstorms, it will probably be just for a while and much of the day will 
be sunny.  

The area's peak season begins in February and continues until Easter, when 
accommodation reservations are necessary. The value season is June through 
September, hurricane season!  

Sarasota hottest months are June, July and August with temperatures hitting 
the 90's degrees; the coldest being December, January and February in the 
low 70's degrees.
